Trouble brews at Bosse High.Wede
nesddy in Home Rcom, all Senior
boys were told to report to the
auditorium the next day during
2nd period Teachers told their ade
vigees that the assembly would
concern the new draft lew, and at
least two Senior advisors are
reported to have said that it weould
not be a recrulting tactic,

the Seniors filed into the age
sembly the next morning, things
began to look fishy. Four uniforme
ed men sat piously on the stage,
accompanied by Bosse’s own Mr,
lr“lno i

Then, after a brief introduction,
the Army Sergeant announced that
the Selective Service representa=
tive was not able to make it. One
by one, the spokesmen for each
branch of the Armed Forces explaine
wd why we should join his unit,

Fifteen minmites later, the large
group of students split into four
smaller ones for personalized
propaganda from the individual
fields of service, Fortunately,
this was not recruitment,

This in itself was bad encugh,
after being told that we were to
be informed about the new draft

BULLETIN! Two student casualties were
reported in the latest clash between fac-
ulty hall monitors and the ever more mil-
itant student group, the Irate Radica 1s
Association, better known as the IRA,

The clash occurred last Thursday, three
minutes before the homeroom bell was sched-
uled to ring, at 8:07. The students, be-
lieved to be officers in the IRA; were
caught loitering in the halls near room
26 by a detachment of faculty regulars
assigned to that area of the school.

Names of the students were not released
pending notification of parents. The IRA
has released a list of demands including
free access to halls prior to homerooms
and release of all prisoners held in room
152 without trial., The Administration's
rejection of the list has led to incresased
student unrest and the IRA has called for
nassive civil discbedience on the part

of the students.
